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ABSTRACT

Educating street children in order to have the entrepreneurial spirit is part of the solution in addressing its existence. In order to achieve this, street children should have the properties and behavior, which can be trusted; hard work and comprehensive knowledge , which makes it can be expected . The general objective of this first study: generating a model entrepreneur community among streetchildren in accordance with the needs and conditions of the cooperation between the community colleges, and government stakeholders. Both embody the nature and behavior are not independent to be a burden to others. The study design was a multiple case study. Methods of data collection using a combination of approaches ( triangulat which include : surveys , observation , field study , FGD ( focus group discussions ) , PRA ( Participatory rural appraisals ) and action research . Results showed the majority of street children in the city of Palembang born of community economic downturn the bottom layer, they become street children due to the low socio-economic conditions of the family and his efforts to use the money to support their families and personal needs such as playing online games at Internet cafes. Activities undertaken by the street children are singing on the bus, begging, hawkers (selling newspapers, food and soft drinks). Empowerment families of street children, especially in terms of economy, education and religion, are assumed to be the main base and effective model for handling and empowerment of street children. Through mentoring models involving family can accelerate the growth of the entrepreneurial spirit for children streets.
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1. Introduction
The existence of street children have become part of the problem in Indonesia, particularly in the city of Palembang. From the results of observation, especially government social services do not yet have accurate data number of street children. Documenting street children only performed at the time of the raid, they were being recorded, developed then returned to their family. Lack of development in a sustainable give the impact to the less of optimal results, they will go to sreet to become street children back. Half of street children are children who are still not mature both physically and physkis, where most of life is spent on the streets to earn some money. Due to the wrong crowd and lack control of the family, often adverse impact on the behavior of others. Street children are also vulnerable to physical violence, sexual or social. To meet their needs, they peddle newspapers, food , street singing , cleaning the car and beg. The existence increase when approaching religion feast, where they seem to " get off the mountain " to earn a fortune on the streets . This condition is contrary to the government's desire to make the city of Palembang free from street children.  
Problems faced by street children include lack of fulfillment of basic needs such as economy, education , protection , affection , health , food , drink and clothing. The main focus of handling the problem of street children through improving their quality of life by growing the entrepreneurial self- motivation. Model of assistance to street children is not just reducing the children off the streets , but to improve the quality of life for themselves without being a burden to others .
 
This study is one form of scientific dissemination to the entire academic community about the importance of entrepreneurship for people, especially street children. In detail, this study will examine the role of higher education institutions in fostering entrepreneurship for street children , shaping the character of independence and apply a enterpreneuship education of street children in the neighborhood .

1.1. Special Purpose
a) Knowing the factors causing become street children
b) Generate social studies , economics , and culture which the entrepreneurial development model (entrepreneur ) in the community of street children .
c) Generate a model of the development of entrepreneurship (entrepreneurship ) as the basis for the Mentoring models in the community of street children .

1.2. Urgency ( virtue ) Research 
 
 
Based on data from BPS officially declared the 2nd of January 2012 the number of poor (population by monthly per capita expenditure below the poverty line) in Indonesia in September 2011 reached 29.89 million people (12.36 per cent) , down 0.13 million people ( 0.13 percent ) compared to the poor in March 2011, which amounted to 30.02 million ( 12.49 percent ). During the period March 2011 - September 2011, the poor in urban areas decreased by 0.09 million people (from 11.05 million in March 2011 to 10.95 million in September 2011), while in rural areas decreased 0.04 million people (from 18.97 million in March 2011 to 18.94 million in September 2011). The percentage of poor population between urban and rural areas did not change much during this period. The poor in urban areas in March 2011 amounted to 9.23 percent, down slightly to 9.09 percent in September 2011. Poor population in rural areas in March 2011 of 15.72 percent, also decreased slightly to 15.59 percent in September 2011. this is certainly anxious . In fact, according to the founder of the University of Ciputra entrepeneurship Center ( UCEC ) , the potential of Indonesia somewhat large. Indonesia has abundant natural resources ready to be processed. Indonesian included in the ranking of the top 10 producers of copper, gold, natural gas, nickel, rubber and coal. And  there are many more that we have a comparative advantage . Therefore, if preparing stock sufficient entrepreneurs and potential , Indonesia could become a powerful international player .

Street children are a part of the unemployment that needs to be addressed, the handling is done will vary with the educated unemployed . Potency to form the entrepreneurial spirit is quite difficult because of their backgrounds are very different. Ranging from educational background, family,  social, cultural and environmental influence in growing entrepreneurial spirit . Street children can be molded into a powerful entrepreneur when accompanied by an ongoing basis. Entrepreneur can begin to run, and grow their businesses by utilizing all the capabilities in terms of buying raw danger and the necessary resources, create value-added products that suit the needs of consumers, and sell the product so that it can provide maximum benefits for employees, he himself, the company, and the surrounding society . Entrepreneur is not just traders , playing music in the streets (street singing) but in a much more meaningful, namely with regard to human mental, self-confidence , time efficiency, creativity, perseverance, tenacit , desire and morality in running an independent business . The end goal is to prepare each individual or society in order to live as a decent human being. Scientific character of entrepreneurship designed to know (to know), do (to do) , and be (to be) entrepreneur. In this stage, the college provides entrepreneurship education aimed at the provision of motivation and mental attitude formation entrepreneur. Development of street children in various activities interests and talents, science, welfare or other organization is expected to provide the skills for entrepreneurship , in terms of business entrepreneurs , social entrepreneurs and corporate entrepreneurs ( or intrapreneurs ).

To embody the entrepreneurial spirit needed the cooperation of all parties, including ( 1 ) the university as an institution that became a tutor and motivator for street children as well as provide guidance to the entrepreneur formed embryo, ( 2 ) policy makers and government as a mediator between the world of education, street children with the community , ( 3 ) private parties in this case the owners of capital and the business world give ease to do an internship or receive products produced street children . Development of entrepreneurship education oriented to improving the entrepreneurial competencies of street children. The purpose of the program include the understanding of the concept of competence to know, to do, and to be an entrepreneur with the goal of fostering entrepreneurship spirit in a systematic way so as to awaken motivation, mental and character of entrepreneurs in the competitive climate that is more real world of work (empirical). University as an academic institution has a significant role in developing innovation creativity and street children in activities that oriented on entrepreneurship , and it became part of the responsibility of universities to actualize entrepreneurship education into the real conditions.

1.4. Definition of Street Children
1.4.1.  Definition and Characteristics of Street Children
According to the United Nations street children always spend some time on the streets to get a bite of rice, play or other activities. Many reasons why street children live on the streets ?. The reason that is unbelievably fundamental economic problems, which they of families who are not able to bear the burden of life because of poverty and the destruction of his family. Generally, street children find sustenance as itinerant singers, pickers, shoeshine, child prostitutes and garbage scavengers. The risk of living on the streets can not be separated from the risk of traffic accidents, extortion, fights, and other violence. Good behavior easily adopted, including no crime, drug or free sex. Soedijar (1989 ) stated street children are children aged between 7 to 15 years who work on the streets and other public places that can interfere with the peace and safety of others as well as endangering the safety of himself. Putranto in Agustin (2002 ) states , street children as children aged 6 to 15 years who are not in school anymore and do not live with their parents, and working all day to earn money on the streets, intersections and public places. In the book "Psychosocial Intervention" ( Ministry of Social Affairs , 2001:20 ) , street children are children who spend most of his time to earn a living or roaming the streets or other public places . That definition gives four interrelated factors, namely :

a. Age of the child - the child

b.  The time spent on the streets

c.  Make a living in non-formal

d. d . Unfavorable behavior

Based on the results of studies in the field, the outline of street children differentiated into three groups ( Surbakti et al : 1997) :
a. Children on the street , that is children who have economic activities as child labor on the streets , but still has a strong relationship with their parents . Most of the income they earn is given to the parents or help the life of family . This group is good enough because in part they still enjoy the education and parental supervision.

b. Children of the street , the children spent their life filled in the streets , both socially and economically. Some of them still have a relationship with his parents, but the frequency of their meetings uncertain. Many of them are children who for some reason, usually violent or run away from home. Various studies have shown that children in this category are highly vulnerable to mistreatment, socially, emotionally, physically and sexually ( Irwanto , 1995) .

c.  Children from families of the street, the children come from families who live on the streets. Although these children have a familial relationship is quite strong, but their life tossed around from one place to another with all the risks (Blanc & Associates, 1990; Irwanto et al, 1995; Taylor & Veale, 1996). Their life begins from the womb to give birth in the streets, where they live under bridges, etc. overhang stores.

According to the Ministry of Social Affairs and UNDP study in Jakarta and Surabaya (BKSN , 2000:2-4), street children are grouped in four categories :

a) The street children live on the streets , with the following criteria:
a) Disconnect the old relationship or do not meet with the parents
b ) 8-10 hours on the road to " work " (busking, begging, scavenging) and the rest vagrancy / sleep ;
c ) There is no school ;
d ) The average age of under 14 years old
2.  Street children working on the streets , with the following criteria:
a) Related irregular with his parents ;
b ) 8-16 hours on the streets
c ) contracted room alone, with friends, participating parents / relatives, mostly slum areas ;
d ) There is no school;
e ) Occupation: newspaper sellers, hawkers, bus washers, scavengers, shining shoes, etc. ;
f ) The average age of under 16 years.

3. Children are vulnerable to street children , with the following criteria:
a) Meet every day / living and sleeping with his family ;
b ) 4-5 hours working on the streets ;
c ) still in school;
d ) Occupation: Sales newspapers, shining, singers, etc. ;
e ) The average age of under 14 years .
f ) Street children aged over 16 years , with the following criteria:
g ) No longer in touch / no touch regularly with their parents ;
h ) 8-24 hours on the streets ;
i ) Sleeping on the street or house parents;
j ) It is finished primary school or junior high , but not in school anymore ;
k ) Occupation : broker, bus wash, polish, etc.

1.5.  Understanding Entrepreneurship
According to Stoner , et.al , ( 2004:162 ) , entrepreneurship has at least four social benefits, namely: (1) Strengthening of economic growth; (2) Increasing productivity; (3) Creating technology, products, and services; (4) Changes in the market or rejuvenate the market competition. Various definitions put forward by researchers in the field of entrepreneurship, some definitions of entrepreneurship are as follows:

According to ( Miller , 1983) is an action taken by the company related products, marketing and technological innovation .

Shane, S., & Venkataraman, S. (2000) ,was the discovery, creation, and the causes and consequences opportunities to realize products and services used in the future.

David E. Rye (1996 : 6) is an applied knowledge of concepts and techniques with risk management in changing or processing resources into high value-added output (value edded) . This change is done through create of differentiation , standardization , process and design tools in creating new markets and customers.

1.5.1. Entrepreneurship competencies 
According to Michael Harris in augusto (2000:19), competency is: " .... are the underlying bodies of knowledge, abilities, experiences, and other requirements necessary to succesfully perform the job".  Successful entrepreneur in general are those who have the competence, is someone who has the knowledge, skills, and individual qualities which include attitudes, motivations, values ​​and behavior necessary to carry out the work / activities. Entrepreneurship requires not only knowledge but also skills. These skills among managerial skills (managerial skills), conceptual skills (conceptual skills) and skills to understand, understand, communicate, and relate (human skills) and skills to formulate problems and make decisions (decision making skills), skill set and use time (time management skills) , and other specific technical skills . However, having the knowledge and skills alone are not enough . Entrepreneurial should have a positive attitude, motivation, and always committed to the work that is being done.


 
Competence is defined as the knowledge, skills, and abilities of individuals (personality) that directly affect the performance. Performance is a destination for entrepreneurs who have always wanted to accomplish. In the business world, the so-called core competencies (care competency) is creativity and innovation to create added value to achieve excellence, which is created through the development of knowledge, skills, and abilities. Knowledge, skills, and abilities are the core competencies of entrepreneurs to create a special competitiveness in order to have a bargaining position is strong in competition

1.6.  Research roadmap
Broadly there are two phases of the study as described in the flow of thought, namely:

Started with general problems faced by the government , particularly the problem of street children , poverty and development has not been optimal. Problem solving based on the theoretical approach and the results of previous studies. From the results of the analysis will be obtained the causes of poverty, a group of street children, social studie , economics, society and culture that became the basis for preparing a model of entrepreneurship, entrepreneurs and entrepreneurship institute campus . Evaluation of coaching and motivation of street children
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2. METHODS OF RESEARCH
2.1. Flow Chart of Research 
flowchart begins with describe general problems faced by the government of Palembang, namely, the problem of poverty, the number of street children also not optimal coaching and mentoring is done related parties of handling the problem of street children. Approach to problem solving is done by theoretical study and field study or results of the study. This method is expected to provide a solution that is more appropriate to the needs of street children. Before conducting an evaluation study done in advance, namely the study of economic, social and cultural. Then look for the cause of street children and classify based on theoretical concepts. These results provide the basis for entrepreneurship training.
2.2.  Research Methods 
 
The study uses descriptive qualitative perspective. Perspective qualitative descriptive is qualitative research perspective that does not have a name or does not meet the formal typology of existing qualitative research perspective. Sandelowsky (in Polit, 2003, p. 263) argues that descriptive qualitative research tends not to perform in-depth interpretation of the data. The study illustrates that a comprehensive conclusion of an phenomenon or occurrence in everyday language. Descriptive qualitative research methods tend to be eclectic and based on the general opinion of naturalistic inquiry. The study emphasizes the underlying drivers of children become street children, descriptions of experiences, as well as a description of the expectations, goals and ideals. Then study aims to determine the life aspirations of street children, including the factors that influence the difference between the aspirations of street children and the other one.
 
Data retrieved using the technique of in-depth interviews to the street children. The street children are taken as an informant by using purposive sampling technique and be placed in a case. In addition to in-depth interviews, observation will be used to observe the behavior of street children for carrying out its activities. Data for the model and formulate response strategies street children were also obtained through the technique of focus group discussion (FGD) and techniques of PRA (Participatory Rural Appraisal) .
 
Respondents in this study consisted of members of the public who are the object of study with stratified sampling systems. The data collected are:

3. RESULTS AND DISCUSSION 
3.1.  Characteristics of Respondents 
 
The number of street children who can provide information as many as 33 people, including 31 men and 2 women. Age of street children vary, 10 s / d 15 years of 16 people, 16 s / d 20 years amounted to 13 and 21 s / d 25 years amounted to 3 people. From these data showed the largest number of street children in school age are still as many as 29 people ranging from elementary school level (SD) 12, junior high (junior) and 16 advanced (SMA) 1 as well as schools that are not as many as 4 people . Field work conducted street children vary from busking on the streets and in city buses, begging, street vending ranging from trade newspapers, drinks, games. Cleaning the windshield, into a motorcycle umbrella on a rainy day, shining shoes. The work on the streets often brings risks, such as hit by a motor vehicle. It shows most of the street children still a student, they become street children to meet their daily needs such as playing online games, snacks and in part to help the economy parent. It is very alarming, because they are supposed to be prosecuted only learn, but quite the contrary, they have become accustomed to pursue economic activities as a street child labor. Their activities. This is not out of family economic background, of deprivation (poor). They works as street children. But there are also some children who idly work like street children when families can be categorized afford. Based on interviews and refer to the concept of the theory, can be categorized as street children street children who work on the streets and came from low family economy.

 
Income is all income that is derived from the work of thousands rupian calculated in units of time of day. Revenue street children vary greatly there are high some are low. The cause of the high and low in because of several factors, including the length of time they work, the type of work performed, crowded or lonely work, as well as their skills in the earnings of workers doing the job of street children in this study are not biased divided or classified as most of the respondents mentioned figures almost the same nominal between Rp. 20,000 s/d 50,000 dollars. Workers of street children who have been able to make money for themselves and their families have special meaning, in addition to the results of their labor are also used to supplement the needs of the school. Often earned money on the streets more used to playing in the cafe Online Games.
From the results of the field survey can be seen that the problems they experience are the ones who have problems with street children and the shape of the problems faced by street children. More on the results of research on these issues will be reviewed with the following:

1 .  Parties Troubled with Street Children

According Sanituti and cumbersome (1999) , street children often have problems with a variety of problems when they perform activities. In general, in the operations of street children are always moving the location of public facilities in strategic cities and their presence tends to interfere with the order in place, so it is possible to experience problems with the duty to maintain order there.

 
On the other hand , the goal of this research is that street children are still tied to the family, leaving them in carrying out their activities and return home to each parent. There by suggesting that they are having problems with the family at home, thugs, friends or even the possibility exists of some of them having no problems either in the field or with the family. This condition shows that it takes the role of parents (families) in assisting children through good supervision.

2 .  Shape Problems Faced by Street Children

Form of the problem in this study are various forms or types of problems faced by street children in the course of their activities. Some forms of problems that often they experienced , the security forces were driven out of the city (POL PP) in collaboration with social services; sesame location scramble friends , there are thugs and squeezed her parents scolded. However, the majority of street children pleaded not problematic either on site or at home activities. This is in accordance with what is stated by Sukiadi (1999), which states that the street children who still have a family, generally do not have problems either in their locations or in their home.

3.2.  Solutions for street children 
3.2.1. Handling Model Street Children
Based on the profile and map, the problem can be formulated three alternative types of models , namely the handling of street children: There are four alternative models of handling street children, namely: (1) Street - centered intervention . Handling of street children, which was centered on "the way" in which street children usually worked. The goal is to reach and serve children in the immediate environment, ie on the road. This task can be done by government and social agencies that care for street children. Activities can be done by providing guidance. (2) Family - centered intervention. Handling of street children who are focused on providing social support, or family empowerment so as to prevent children from becoming street children or withdraw street children back to their families. This activity can be done by the government and social agencies that care for street children (3) Institutional - centered intervention. Handling of street children are concentrated in institutions (nursing), either temporarily (prepare reunification with his family) and permanent (especially if no street children already have parents or relatives). This approach also includes temporary shelter (drop -in) , " shelter home " or " open house " that provide " homes and boarding adaptation " for street children . This approach is most often abused "person" to seek assistance from the government and society ( 4 ) Community - centered intervention . Handling of street children, which was centered in a community. Involve community development programs to empower or strengthen the capacity of social institutions in the community to establish networking through various institutions both government agencies and civil society organizations. This approach also includes the Corporate Social Responsibility (corporate social responsibility) . Provide entrepreneurship training to equip them to live a life.

3.2.2. Model Mentoring Street Children 
Model of mentoring is done by putting a persuasive models, where more assistance involving parents (families) and communities that care for street children. With material that is simple and easy to understand, filled with material assistance model of entrepreneurship, motivation and assistance revolving capital. Family involvement is expected to be a means of control for the mental development of children, especially in realizing sustainable independence. Entrepreneurial model will be adapted to the needs and abilities of the child can be carried out in their streets so hopefully with the assistance of the family.

Mentoring models proposed in accordance with the needs of street children as follows:
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4.  CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 

 
From the results of the study it can be concluded that a more realistic approach to take is to provide an opportunity for Community and family-centered intervention, in which the handling of street children, which was centered in a community and family. Activities undertaken to provide entrepreneurial training so that they are more independent, creative and not always depend on others. 
 
For continuity of activities can be recommended both to local governments and non-governmental organizations and the community of street children, the first is to provide skills to street children so that they are always independent and confident in facing their future. Both provide protection, such as protection of the rights and physical as part of Indonesian society. Third empowerment by involving the family as the party will be in direct contact with the children so that they will feel loved and protected
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
