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ABSTRACT

The title of this study is The Influence of Mind Mapping Technique and Reading Attitude on Students Reading Comprehension Scores at Amik Bina Sriwijaya Palembang. Formulation of the promblems are:  1) Is there any significant difference in average score between students who both have positive attitude toward reading taught using mind mapping technique and those taught using conventional technique? 2) Is there any significant difference in average score between students who have positive attitude toward reading taught using conventional technique and those who have negative attitude toward reading taught using mind mapping technique? 3) Is there any significant difference in average score between students who both have negative attitude toward reading taught using mind mapping technique and those who taught using conventional technique? 4) Is there any significant different in average score between students who have negative attitude toward reading taught using conventional technique and those who have positive attitude taught using mind mapping  technique? 5) Is there any interaction effect students’ average score who are taught using mind mapping technique and positive attitude toward reading in students reading comprehension score? Reseach method that was used is factorial designs. The results of this study are: the two groups are significantly different and the null hypotheses (Ho1, H02, Ho3, and Ho4) were rejected and the research hypothesis (Ho5) which stated “there is no an interaction effect between students’ average scores who are taught using mind mapping technique and conventional technique towards students’ reading attitude was accepted.
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1. Background

Anderson et al cited in http://www.eduplace.com/rdg/res/teach/def.html (August 26th 2010) say reading is the process of constructing meaning from written texts. It is a complex skill requiring the coordination of a number of interrelated sources of information. Reading comprehension is a complex cognitive process that depends upon a number of ingredients all working together in synchronous, even automatic way. 

According to Brown (2004:186) there are 3 genres of reading, they are academic reading for example professional journal articles, textbooks, theses etc. Job-related reading for example letters/email memos, schedule, application and etc, and personal reading, for example newspaper, magazines, greeting cards, invitation letter etc.

Reading in this case does not mean read the whole written text with the right pronunciation, but reading comprehension. It means after reading we can get knowledge, experience and also additional information.

There are so many factors that can influence the student comprehension toward reading. One of them is teaching technique. Based on the writer observation on Amik Bina Sriwijaya technique that was applied by the teacher before focused on the pronunciation, because they asked the students to read the text one by one then answer the questions. It’s difficult to know whether the students understanding what the text talk about or not.

The writer also found that there were so many students who are not interested in reading; this can be seen from the intensities of the students who are attending the library. Especially in reading an English text, it was found that the students score in reading was still low because they just read the text till end. But they don’t comprehend the content of the text. In other words it can be stated that they are not taught reading appropriately. In reading an English text most students try to read the text in the right pronunciation only, not to comprehend the content. They just focus on pronunciation and intonation. As a result, they can’t understand what the text is about. Then when they are given text and the question, their focus are to answer the question directly. They just read the text to answer the question not to understand the content.
The purpose of using mind mapping technique in teaching reading is when reading the text the students know what the text talk about. They can analyze the possible topic and subtopics that is discussed in the text through making map based on the topic of the reading. It will help the students to understand the content of the text.

Besides reading attitude another factor that can influences the students reading comprehension is reading attitude. According to Ruggiero (1998:13) attitude is defined as habitual emotional response driven by belief. 
There are two kinds of reading attitude; they are positive attitude and negative attitude. Positive attitude is the students’ attitude by which they think that reading is important and need to be understood not only read a written text. It is different from negative attitude; negative attitude is the students’ attitude where the students’ think that reading just read textbook with the right pronunciation only.
To know whether the mind mapping technique and reading attitude are more appropriate to make the students’ reading comprehension score more higher or not the writer interested to do research with title THE INFLUENCE OF MIND MAPPING TECHNIQUE AND READING ATTITUDE ON STUDENTS READING COMPREHENSION SCORES AT AMIK BINA SRIWIJAYA PALEMBANG
2. Research questions

1. Is there any significant difference in average score between students who both have positive attitude toward reading taught using mind mapping technique and those taught using conventional technique? 

2. Is there any significant difference in average score between students who have positive attitude toward reading taught using conventional technique and those who have negative attitude toward reading taught using mind mapping technique?

3. Is there any significant difference in average score between students who both have negative attitude toward reading taught using mind mapping technique and those who taught using conventional technique?

4. Is there any significant different in average score between students who have negative attitude toward reading taught using conventional technique and those who have positive attitude taught using mind mapping  technique?

5. Is there any interaction effect students’ average score who are taught using mind mapping technique and positive attitude toward reading in students reading comprehension score?
3. Conceptual Framework
1. Concept of Reading Comprehension

Reading comprehension is a complex cognitive process that depends upon a number of ingredients all working together in synchronous, even automatically way. http://www.education.com/reference/article/reading-comprehension-for-meaning/?page=2 (June 20th 2010)

Proficient reading comprehension depends on the ability to recognize words quickly and effortlessly. 2. The Concept of Mind Mapping

A mind map consists of a central word or concept, around the central word you draw the 5 to 10 main ideas that relate to that word. Mind Mapping uses the whole brain to help generate ideas. The cerebral cortex (cerebrum) of our brain, or 'thinking cap' as it is sometimes called, consists of a left and right side. The left side of the brain mainly focuses on words, logic, lists, analysis and numbers, whereas the right side of our brain focuses on such areas as rhythm, imagination, colour, images, dimension and day dreaming. http://www.teachingexpertise.com/articles/mind-mapping-228 May 18th 2010

3. Mind Mapping and Reading

In reading commonly the students think that all the word and sentence is important, and the problems they can remember all them after reading the text. It is important for the students to make a mind mapping after they read the text. They can make the simple summary or note taking to make it simple to understand and remember.

 Tony Buzan cited in http://members.optusnet.com.au/~charles57/Creative/Mindmap/mindmapfaq.html  (July 14th, 2010) stated that there three common techniques for taking notes during a lecture: 

a. Writing a complete transcript. 

b. Writing a summary. 

c. Writing key words only. 

The mind map should be interesting too, the students can use lines, colours, arrows, branches or some other way of showing connections between the ideas generated on your mind map. These relationships may be important in understanding new information or in constructing a structured essay plan. 4. Teaching Reading through Mind Mapping Technique

The procedures to teach reading by using mind mapping technique as follows:

1). Give the text to the students

2) The students read all the text.

3) Ask the students to take the main point of the text.

4) Ask the students to read again, and then try to make the map.

5) The students read the text, the try to get the keywords to develop the mind mapping activities.

6) The students finished the mind mapping activities by using the colour or picture to make easier in remembering the point.

5. The Concept of Reading Attitude

a. Students’ Attitude toward Reading

Ruggiero (1998:13) defines an attitude as habitual emotional response driven by belief. Beliefs are ideas where we hold to be true. Unlike feeling and tendencies, they can be clearly identified and articulated. Because belief purports to represent reality, they are subject to the rules of logic. In other word, unlike feeling and tendencies, they can be tested for reasonable. 

According to Lindzey (1895:606) attitudes are response tendencies to individuals, objects, and events. Furthermore Myers (1987:36) states that attitude is a favourable or unfavourable evaluating reaction toward something or someone exhibited in one’s beliefs, feelings, or intended behaviour. Based on those descriptions it can be concluded that reading attitude is personal respond of someone toward reading, whether they like or dislike it based on their own feeling and thinking.

As Richard et al (1992) say that attitude has an effect on second language or foreign langauge learning. Student’s expression of possitive or negative feeling toward a language may reflect impression of linguistic difficulty of learning, degree of importance, elegance, social status etc. It means that students’ attitude toward reading can gives some contribution in the result of learning.

b. The Character of Reading Attitude
Ruggiero (1998:9) states that “attitude may be described as positive ore negative”.  Based on that statement it can be conclude that there are two characters of reading attitude; they are positive attitude and negative attitude. Positive attitude is the students’ attitude which make the students think that reading is important and need to be understood not only read written words. It is different from negative attitude. Negative attitude is the students’ attitudes which make the student think that reading only read a written text with the right pronunciation only.
4. Method of Research 

This investigation is conducted by using factorial designs. A factorial designs is a modification of the pretest-posttest control group designs. Factorial designs extend the number of relationships that may be examined in an experimental study.
5. Results and Discussion
The result of normality test in Kolmogorov-Smirnov show the significant value of mind mapping technique was 0.094. It could be called that the distribution sample of mind mapping technique was normal, while teaching reading by using conventional strategy has a significant value 0.153 which was also higher than 0.05. It means that the distribution sample of conventional strategy was also normal. Then, the result of normality test in Shapiro-Wilk show the significant value of mind mapping technique was 0.224 which is higher than 0.05. It could be called that the distribution sample of mind mapping technique was normal, while teaching reading by using conventional method has a significant value 0.035 which was also higher than 0.05. It means that the distribution sample of conventional method was also normal. Furthermore, the result of homogeneity of variance testing indicated that the significant of all the data was higher than the significant of p-value 0.05; it could be interpreted that the data taken from mind mapping technique and conventional were in homogeneity variance. 
Moreover, based on the percentage of reading attitude that had by the third semester of Management Informatika Major Amik Bina Sriwijaya Palembang, it was found that they had different reading attitude. But it’s not very different between frequencies of the student reading attitude in experimental group with control group. It was found that 10 students in Experimental group had positive attitude toward reading, and 11 in Control group had positive attitude toward reading.

In addition, it could be seen that the students who were taught by using mind mapping technique got a higher mean score than those who were taught by using conventional technique. As in the result of independent t-test (problems 1) the students who were taught by using mind mapping technique could get 82.80 and the student who were taught by using conventional technique could get 75.09 as their mean score. It means that the students who both in positive attitude toward reading taught by using mind mapping technique could get higher score then who were taught by using conventional technique. 

But in was different in problems 2. The students mean score in conventional technique more higher then they were taught by using mind mapping technique. It means that the student who had negative attitude toward reading taught by using mind mapping technique could got higher score in post tens then pretest but their score could not got higher score then the student who had positive attitude toward reading although they taught by using conventional technique. The score was 70.00 for those who had negative attitude taught by using mind mapping technique and 75.09 for those who had positive attitude toward reading taught by using conventional technique. It could be concluded that positive attitude toward reading give contribution to rise up the students score in reading comprehension.

Same as in problem 3 and problems 4, the student mean score in mind mapping technique were higher then they were who taught by using conventional technique. The means score were 70.00 and 82.80 for mind mapping technique then 65.63 and 65.63 for conventional technique. 

As the result of t-test in finding, it could be concluded that the means of the two groups are significantly different and the null hypotheses (Ho1, H02, Ho3, and Ho4) were rejected. 

The writer also applied the two-way ANOVA analyses. It was aimed at to show the interaction effect on the students’ reading score taught using mind mapping technique and conventional technique towards students’ reading attitude. Based on the Tests of Between-Subjects effects analyses, the significant value of the = 0.295 which higher than p-value 0.05, it means that there was not interaction between mind mapping technique and reading attitude toward the students’ reading score. (Sig. value = 0.295 > 0.05). 
Based on those analyses it could be concluded that the research hypothesis (Ho5) which stated “there is no an interaction effect between students’ average scores who are taught using mind mapping technique and conventional technique towards students’ reading attitude was accepted and the Ha5 hypothesis was rejected.
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
